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General Marking Guidance

All candidates must receive the same treatment. Examiners must mark
the first candidate in exactly the same way as they mark the last.

Mark schemes should be applied positively. Candidates must be rewarded
for what they have shown they can do rather than penalised for
omissions.

Examiners should mark according to the mark scheme not according to
their perception of where the grade boundaries may lie.

In some cases details of what will not be accepted for a marking point will
be identified below the phrase ‘do not accept'.

There is no ceiling on achievement. All marks on the mark scheme should
be used appropriately.

All the marks on the mark scheme are designed to be awarded. Examiners
should always award full marks if deserved, i.e. if the answer matches the
mark scheme. Examiners should also be prepared to award zero marks if
the candidate’s response is not worthy of credit according to the mark
scheme.

Where some judgement is required, mark schemes will provide the
principles by which marks will be awarded and exemplification may be
limited.

When examiners are in doubt regarding the application of the mark
scheme to a candidate’s response, the team leader must be consulted.
Crossed out work should be marked UNLESS the candidate has replaced it
with an alternative response

explore’, 'shaped, influenced and defined’' (many
examples throughout)

e the use of powerful language to explain the effect of
being introduced to art at the age of eight: ‘vividly recall’,

e the use of the metaphor ‘embraced’ to show his
enthusiasm

e the language used to describe the influence of his

e the negative language to describe student teachers:
‘denied’, ‘'unsure’, ‘only to gain academic results’

e this contrasts with the writer's hope: ‘will ignite the
interest’ (metaphor)

e the use of questions in the final paragraph: ‘what can we
do to support and encourage (rather than limit) human
development in others? (10)

e uses a specific artist ‘Picasso’ to demonstrate her attitudes and enthusiasm
e shows that art is accessible to all: ‘read about it, ‘create it, ‘or appreciate it'.

General points candidates may make on the whole of Text Two
o first-person account
e informal/colloquial style
o the use of positive language and examples throughout.

Points of comparison

e Text Oneis from an adult perspective/Text Two is from a teenage perspective

e Text One is looking back at experiences of art education/Text Two is about the
writer’'s passion for art
